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                                       SHOWING QUALIFIER RULES

Horse/Ponies 
 All Sunshine Tour Showing Championships are for unaffiliated/ novice showing exhibitors and so should not be professionally produced/trained for the show ring i.e. kept in training or livery with a professional / affiliated showing producer. DIY livery at a professional yard is acceptable but the the horse/pony must not be currently ridden or trained by a professional producer.

Horse/pony cannot have been placed 1st-3rd in any affiliated showing class, e.g. BSPS, SHB, Ponies UK, NPS.

Horses/ponies can have taken part in preliminary rounds of affiliated classes that do not require prior membership, e.g. VHS, CHAPS, SSADL but must not have taken part in secondary rounds within 2 years of this championship.


Riders/Handlers
Riders/handlers must never have won an affiliated showing class or second round showing class within 2 years of this championship.

.

We do appreciate that some horses/ponies who were successful in their showing careers in their younger days might go on to help amateur riders/handlers in their later lives. So some horses/ponies/riders that have some wins, but not within the last 5 years might be eligible to compete: contact Sunshine Tour HQ.

Qualification is achieved by being placed 1st to 6th in any qualifying class and registering with Sunshine Tour HQ. Once verified, provided you fall within the restrictions you’re entitled to enter the championships for the classes you have qualified for.
